Rules of the Liverpool Mathematical Society
 (approved 9 October 1995)

1.
The Society shall be known as the Liverpool Mathematical Society.

2.
The aims of the Society shall be the furtherance of all aspects of 

Mathematics and Mathematical Education.

3.
The Society's affairs shall be controlled by a Council, consisting of 


(i)
a President, a Vice-President, a Secretary, a Treasurer and a 

Branch Representative to the Mathematical Association;


(ii)
such other Officers as shall from time to time be agreed;


(iii)
Committee members without office in such number as shall from 

time to time be agreed;


(iv)
the immediate past President, ex officio.

4.
The Branch Representative shall represent the Society on the 

Branches Committee of the Mathematical Association and shall be a member 

of the said Association.

5.
(a)  With the exception of the President, all officers and all 

Committee members shall be elected annually at an Annual General Meeting.


(b)  The Vice-President shall become President at the Annual General 

Meeting of the Society immediately following that at which s/he was elected 

Vice-President.   In the event of the Vice-President resigning before taking 

office as President, a new President shall be elected at the Annual General 

Meeting.

6.
The Council shall have power of cooption and power to fill casual 

vacancies.

7.
The Council shall have power to fix all subscriptions and fees.

8.
The Society shall have three classes of membership, individual, 

institutional and honorary.   Every member shall have one vote on any 

resolution proposed at a General Meeting of the Society.

9.
Individuals and approved institutions shall become members on the 

acceptance of the due subscription by the Treasurer.   Membership will 

cease on resignation or immediately before the Annual General Meeting in the 

year following that for which the subscription was last paid.

10.
The Council may propose candidates for Honorary membership at any 

General Meeting of the Society.

11.
Nominations for any Office other than that of President or for 

Committee members without office must be made in writing to the Secretary 

(including the names of a proposer and seconder, who shall be paid-up 

members of the Society) at least two months before the Annual General Meeting.

The Council shall have power to make further nominations after this date.

12.
Notice of the Annual General Meeting shall be sent to all members at 

least 14 days before the date of the meeting and shall include the names of 

all those nominated for any Office or for Committee membership.

13.
The Society's accounts shall be presented by the Treasurer for 

approval (subject to audit) at the Annual General Meeting.   They shall 

subsequently be audited by an auditor appointed by the Council.

14.
All changes to these rules must be approved by a General Meeting of 

the Society, notice of which shall be sent to all members at least fourteen 

days before the Meeting.

Notes on Rules

Rule 3.
(ii) 
Currently an Assistant Secretary, a Schools Secretary and a 

Primary Secretary.


(iii) 
There is currently no limit on the number of Committee 

members without office.

Rule 5
(a)
There is a limit of three consecutive years on Committee 

membership without office.   There is currently no restriction on the 

length of service of any Officer other than the President.

Rule 7
Current subscription rates are



Individual members  £2.50 (members of MA/ATM £2, students 50p.)



Primary School members  £5.


The student rate applies to all students in full-time education; 

student members have the same rights and privileges as other individual members.


Fees are charged at the discretion of the Council, and are normally 

applied to special meetings, such as examination or syllabus review meetings; 

there is usually a rebate for paid-up members.

Rules 8/9  
The purpose of these rules is to regularise current practice.

Rule 8
The only institutions currently admitted to membership are Primary 

Schools.

Rule 9
The effect of this rule is that a member who has paid a subscription, 

for instance, for the year 1994-95 will remain a member up to, but not 

including, the AGM in 1996, and will then cease to be a member unless a 

subscription for 1995-96 has been paid.   Such lapsed members will, however, 

still receive the circulation in September 1996.

Rules 11/12
These are new rules; previously there has been no formal 

nomination system and nominations have been accepted from the floor at the 

AGM.   The requirement to give formal notice of the AGM would not involve 

any great additional expense since it can be done with the April mailing of 

MEMO.
